All committees are weighted equally and delegations are
rated on a mathematical formula in relation to the total number of committees represented by the individual
Member state. A complete explanation is found at www.nmun.org/dc_recognition.html. Awards are given by
NCCA in recognition of preparation, Outstanding Position Paper Awards, as well as other overall delegation awards
based on work during NMUN in the categories of: Honorable Mention, Distinguished Delegation, and Outstanding
Delegation.

Although the NMUN recognizes the potential of awards to foster competition rather than collaboration in its
simulation, awards continue to be offered in response to requests by the majority of participating schools. The
Secretariat selects recipients based on the criteria and methodology outlined at
http://www.nmun.org/dc_recognition.html.
